COACH MOORE
Coach Moore announced Nick Lyon will be the new head freshman football coach.

Our first game of the season is on August 22nd and will be against Dayton Carroll High School possibly at Lucas Oil Stadium!  The JV & freshman teams will travel to Dayton for their games on Saturday, August 23rd.   August 15 will be a scrimmage at Bloomington South.
DISCOUNT CARDS will be handed out this week.  Coach Daniels is overseeing the distribution and collection of cards.  This is an Athletic Department fundraiser, NOT a football fundraiser.  Each player will be given 11 cards to sell.  They will have until May 2nd to turn in their money or be assessed a $1 per card, per day, late fee.  GOAL is to have players pay for cards in advance ($110).  Checks can be made payable to Center Grove High School.  A letter will be sent home with the players, and a follow-up email.  

Coach Moore wants to get the high school players more involved with the bantam & middle school teams, such as an “Adopt-A-Kid” program.  This will improve communication between our programs.  

The weight room workouts are still going well.  Coach Moore mentioned possibly organizing a Bench Press Marathon as a type of fundraiser.
