FOOTBALL PARENT’S CLUB MEETING
July 18 – 6:30 pm

The meeting was called to order by President, Brad Riley.   

SPIRIT TRAILER:  Our meeting was held outside the locker room under a tent set up by Mark Dietel, next to the Spirit Trailer on the SW side of the football field.  This will remain set up for the rest of the season and this is where we will have pre-game activities and open it up to all the community.  For meals, Parents Club would supply the main dish and participants would bring a side dish.   Having it in this area also allows parents the ability to watch their child warm up and be closer to the action.

Deanna Paddack, freshmen mom, has volunteered to be in charge of the Spirit Trailer.  Deanna discussed some ideas she has come up with and would also like ideas from parents.  One idea discussed was a community pitch-in after the August 10 scrimmage.  Please keep an eye out for more information and plan on participating!

SPIRIT WEAR:  Patty Hole is coordinator of spirit wear and modeled some new items for this season including a cowboy hat and poncho.  She needs volunteers to sell items during school registration, Friday game-day lunches, and during home games.  The selling of spirit wear during Friday night games is typically done by freshmen parents in two shifts (5:30-7 and 7-8:45).  Please let Patty know if you would like to volunteer.
BUDGET:  Cindy Adams discussed our budget and said we are in good shape right now.  New uniforms are here and she will be paying invoices for them over the next month.  Money for meals is due by July 24.  

MIKE’S CAR WASH COUPONS:  Please try and sell all your Mike’s Car Wash coupons.  This money is used to pay assistant coaching staff their stipend.  If your son did not receive them, please have them see Coach Daniels.  Money is due July 30.   Please turn in any you do not sell as soon as possible in case someone else wants to try and sell them!

DECATUR CENTRAL FAMILY NEED:  The Decatur Central Parent’s Club contacted our club indicating there was a player on their squad who recently came home and found his mother dead.  This young player actually won our Ultimate Lineman Challenge a few weeks ago.  As an outreach opportunity to this family, we have been asked if we would like to make a contribution to this family.  A motion was made and seconded to have the CG Parent’s Club contribute $500.  Vote not carried.  Another motion was made and seconded to have a collection jar at the DAT meeting on August 3 and ask CG families to contribute, and whatever is collected will go to the family and/or the Decatur Central Parents club to pay off the $7500 funeral expenses. PHYSICALS:  Remember, physicals must be turned in by Monday, July 30 or you cannot participate in any preseason practices.  Completed forms need to be turned into the Athletic Department office (or the main office is nobody is in the AD office).

COACH MOORE:   

Coach Moore announced freshmen are now invited to participate in the varsity preseason workouts during the first week, July 30.  Week #2 practices on August 6th are mandatory for freshmen and they will have their own schedule soon.

Coach Moore announced Dr. Wilkins will be offering FREE fittings for mouthpieces on Friday, July 27.   Coach will have a sign-up sheet on Thursday, July 19.  Keep in mind, fitted mouthpieces will not work if your child has braces.
